4. Violated any non-disclosure agreement made separately in
connection with the service provided by the GLORIA.

[f either party intends to terminate the agreement during the

effective term of the agreement, the party shall send a formal

written notice of its intention to the other party. The agreement

shall be terminated after both parties are in agreement on the

termination.
